Fences, Walls and Retaining Walls — History, Policy and Issues

As part of the variance and exception process, the Nob Hill Neighborhood Association
(NHINA) is an integral step acquiring variances
and permissive uses in the Nob Hill Sector. Re-
cently the Association has addressed many re-
quests to allow fences and walls that were built
without authorization. Neighbors should famil-
iarize themselves with the Nob Hill/Highland
Sector Plan and the city zoning regulations
prior to building any stracture on their property.
The Sector Plan can be found on-line at
http ffwww.cabq.gov/planning/publications/pdf/nobhill-finalrpt9-07 .pdf. City Zoning regula-
tions can be found at http://www.cabq.gov/planning/zoning/.

A request for an exception to the city zoning regulations needs to be applied for prior to any
structure being built, There may also be requirements for building permits in addition to requests
for special exceptions. The Nob Hill/Highland Sector G
Plan states that “walls, fences and retaining walls
greater than three feet in height are not allowed in the
front yard setback.” Neighbors should know that the
Nob Hill Neighborhood Association will generally
view requests to exceed these limitations with skepti-
cism and will usually oppose them.

Rather than being unreasonable infringements on property, these restrictions were developed
through the deliberative process in consulting neighbors while constructing the comprehensive
sector plan. Nob Hill possesses distinct characteris-
tics containing a large inventory of homes built in the
first part of the 20th century. As the plan explains:
“The historic architectural styles in the district, with
distinctive details and materials, height and massing,
and the historic streetscape are important features to
i preserve. Individual freedom to renovate and upgrade
| the homes over time is also important to the community,
8 45 long as the overall character of the neighborhood
is maintained. ... Solar access is a primary concern, Special neighborhood zoning incorporates
the City’s existing Building Height Limitations to Preserve Solar Access for all lots regardless of
the age of the subdivision.”

Because the height of fences and walls is an impor-
tant factor in preserving the streetscape, the three foot
rule was made an integral part of the neighborhood
plan. Lower fences not only ensure that aesthetics and
scale are preserved but also maintain window line-of-
sight relationships with the street and sidewalk. This
provides an
environment where public spaces are ohserved thereby
~ making the neighborhood a safer place for pedestrians
& and residents alike,

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Veterinary Medicine Begins at
Home in Nob Hill

Dr. Paut Malin makes veterinary house calls. He has been caring for
our dogs for 15 years, treating them in the comfort of their own
home. Dogs and cats are his patients, and we humans are his clients.
Dr. Malin claims that he began his house call veterinary prac-
tice out of “sheer inertia”. He had been shopping for clinic space
and began making house calls in the interim while he searched for
the right real estate. Then he realized he preferred making house
calls to seeing patients in a clinic, By seeing his patients in their
homes, he was able to observe their normal behavior. That al-
lowed him to understand important health issues, such as how the
animals interacted with their owners and environment. As an ex-
ample, if he saw three overflowing food bowls, that gave him in-
formation he would not have gotten by seeing animals at a clinic.
His advice about over-feeding, by the way, is to show our com-
panion animals that we love them by petting them, talking to
them, and walking them, rather than giving them extra snacks.
The down side of a house call practice is a lot of time on the
road, sometimes as much as 30 minutes of every hour. He cannot
carry all the equipment he may need, and he must lease space
from a colleague for surgeries. To solve this, he has arranged to
conduct hospitalization and surgery at a collaborating clinic and

Who would have thought a one-way street could be such a hotbed
of biodiversity? During a recent phase of planning for [.ead and
Coal avenues, landscape consultants catalogued over 230 species
of trees, plants, bushes and grasses along the corridor. The inven-
tory was undertaken to better understand the existing landscape
character of the avenues, in anticipation of future plantings.
Another pleasant surprise was the relatively small number of
encroachments — places where résidents have planted or built on
public land — that were identified along the corridor, Lead and
Coal will eventoally boast wider sidewalks, bicycle lanes, and
green space, so identifying such encroachments is an integral part
of the planning process. Most of the identified encroachments in-
volve landscaping rather than physical structures, The city is
commitied to preserving as many of the existing trees and plants
as possible during the redesign of the corridor. Such accommo-
dations may include sidewalks that meander around established
trees and attempts to incorporate existing species of plants into

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refers patients to specialists as needed.

The training he completed at the Royal Veterinary College of
the University of London included care for a wide variety of ani-
mals, Here in Albuquerque his practice is about 60% dogs and
40% cats. He occasionally treats other animals, such as reptiles
and small marmmals. When he first came to the US from London,
there was no reciprocity, which meant an additional year of ex-
ternships at large and small animal practices, taking equivalence
exams in San Francisco, and passing the State board examina-
tions that are required of all US veterinary graduates. At least the
English exams were waived for him!

The Nob Hill home he shares with his wife, Lou Ann Garner,
also houses two dogs, two cats, one toad, two chickens, and sev-
eral turtles.

Veterinary medicine trends follow human medicine with
about a 20-year delay. For example, newly trained vets are more
likkely to choose corporate-owned practices and to specialize,
Thus, a general practitioner like Dr. Malin, who continues his
own small private practice, is a kind of dinosaur, but he prefers
the relationship that develops from knowing his patients and
clients over their lifetime. We are lucky to have a dinosaur vet in
our neighborhood.

Monte Vista, with the most pre-1935 development, was
surveyed first, Next, both sides of Central from Girard to
Washington were surveyed because of the greater develop-
ment pressures. Remaining resources were focused on Col-
lege View because it showed the next greatest concentration
of structures on a 1935 photograph. These were added to 415
structures surveved in the past by students.

Wilson found that the potential was good for a Monte Vista
j and College View historic district.
